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	Both violinist and composer, Colm’s extraordinary versatility is fast making him known across the United States and in Europe. 

A former leader of the National Youth Orchestra of Ireland, he led the orchestra on a number of foreign tours, one of which, to Cyprus, was awarded the Sunday Tribune Annual Music Award. He has also been awarded numerous individual honors including the Czech Government Prize for Advanced Violin Performance. 

His more recent work draws on his deep knowledge of Irish  music and his fascination with other genres. His new group Hy Brassyl explores the connection between Celtic music on the one hand and Jazz, Brazilian, Cuban, Gypsy and Indian musics on the other. 




His dynamic collaborations with artists, both musical and literary, from a wide range of ethnicities and genres have earned Colm acclaim from many sources.

Colm has written and recorded music for film including, most recently, Black Eyed Dog and Soot City. He has also written for theater and a wide array of ensembles from classical symphony orchestra to multi-ethnic instrumental groups. 

He is the violinist with avant garde animation orchestra The Sprocket Ensemble and is regular performer with  jazz luminaries, the Hot Club of San Francisco      

Colm's recent awards include the Potrero Nuevo Fund Prize for his acclaimed work Pireeni Sundaralingam in producing the CD “Bridge Across the Blue” and a Zellerbach grant for his work with the Dhaia Tribe Art collective. 

His music has brought Colm  invitations to perform at festivals, artists residencies and other events throughout the United States as well as Argentina, Brazil, Croatia, Cyprus, France, Ireland, Luxembourg,  and the United Kingdom. 
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
